Add in the Christmas close down period and we/contractors 

are really under the pump.  

As I have said time and again Works for Qld is the best funding arrangement that 

the State has ever produced because it’s unmatched, not competitive and it is 

untied, meaning that if your project is worthy enough then it gets a Guernsey. The 

catch is finishing on time and the acquittal paperwork. In plain English if you’re not 

able to finish and get the money spent then you run a serious risk of having it cut 

the following round. Hence the reason the Mayor and Councillors get a bit rough 

around the edges when timelines are short. 

I guess what I’m saying as well is please let it rain but not just yet (it’s called 

wanting your cake and eating it). There have been some good storms all around but 

they are pretty scattered so far. 

Finally, the fibre optic project with Telstra has commenced. Our monitors 

completed the first clearance walk the other day. I don’t think there will be any 

more action now until after the wet.

How will I know when a cyclone or flood is coming?  

Cyclone and flood warnings are issued by the Bureau of Meteorology (BOM). 

These warnings are broadcasted on all major television stations and radio stations 

Other weather advices relating to storms, heavy rain and tsunami are also issued by 

BOM. You can visit the BOM at ww.bom.gov.au.  

What do I do if my power and water goes off?  

Your emergency kit should contain food supplies for a  minimum of 72 hours, a bat-

tery operated radio and spare batteries, so you can stay in tuned to your local radio 

stations for updates. Whilst your kit will contain items to last you up to 72 hours, be 

aware that disasters here in the Gulf may leave you isolated for an extended period 

of time and this should be taken into consideration when preparing  your emergency 

kit.  

Power Outages — Unplug electrical equipment such as TVs and computers to 

avoid damage caused by power surges. Important to remember to never touch fallen 

power lines.  

Evacuation  
An evacuation order for a cyclone is only is-

sued if lives may be at risk from a storm tide 

surge or significant flood. Emergency services 

will inform you. Listen to your local radio sta-

tion.  

Road Closures  

Listen to your radio and also check the Council website for flood cameras and 

road reports. Road reports are prepared and distributed by Council at regular 

intervals during a disaster  



The 3 Steps to Get Ready  

STEP 1—Have a Plan  

An emergency evacuation plan will ensure 

everyone in your household knows exactly 

what to do if  the worst happens. It is im-

portant to understand your local potential 

risks before making your plan. The plan 

should address the risks relevant to you and 

your household. Get Ready QLD have some 

great templates if your  not sure where to 

start.  

 STEP 2— Pack Supplies 

Natural disasters can cause major dis-

ruptions to essential services like pow-

er, gas and water, and access to super-

markets and pharmacies for crucial 

supplies. Start pulling together supplies 

and preparing your household emer-

gency kit and evacuation kit now.  

STEP 3— Make sure your Covered  

It is important to ensure you have adequate 

building and contents insurance in place. Never 

assume you are covered or that you will never 

be hit by a natural disaster. Both renters and 

homeowners should check their policies.

Are you Disaster Ready?   

When preparing for a natural disaster, as a priority you should focus on 

how to prepare your home, your loved ones (including pets) and protect 

what’s most important to you. When a disaster hits there are many scenari-

os that can unfold within your local community. 

You need to understand ‘the big picture’ so you can best prepare and put a 

plan in place for your household about what to do if anyone is unable to 

get home, or needs to leave home unexpectedly.  

Although the Bureau of Meteorology (BoM) and Council have early warn-

ing systems and alerts in place that you can subscribe to, some disasters 

build and move very quickly – separating family members and isolating 

homes, schools, workplaces and entire neighbourhoods. They can also se-

verely limit access to medical facilities and the day to day essentials we 

take for granted like supermarkets and petrol stations.  

So as you can see, you need to understand the big picture of how you can 

be affected, so you can best prepare for the next natural disaster – as it’s 

not a matter of if, but when. 

Remember;  

 Check the condition of your house and make any necessary repairs.  

 Make sure loose items are secured  

 Make copies of important documentation and make sure they are kept 
with family and friends not within the flood zone. 

 Identify where your mains are in case supply needs to be turned off.  

 If your in a flood prone area make sure all of your poisons are raised 
above ground level.
